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Why do we need a Strategic Plan? 
 

Some of you might be wondering why we need 
a strategic plan for parish life; our parishes are 
doing reasonably well and most people are 
happy with how things are progressing.        
Precisely this is why we need a pastoral plan - 
to continue to develop our parish life and to 
respond with changes that correspond to the 
contemporary world.   Apart from a few staff in 
the parish office and the school staff, everything 
else that happens here depends on your        
generosity, gifts, talents, ideas, wisdom and 
contribution; you are our greatest resource. 
 
Parishioners from St Clare and St Francis    
Xavier enjoy a rich history of these two       
parishes.  Our stories are intertwined now, after 
the partnership of the parishes; we have come a 
long way from the struggles of uncertainty in 
the early days to a comfortable co-existence 
now.   We have pulled our resources together 
and share in the many activities, and in a way 
these have helped to provide and cater for the 
different needs of our parishioners and helped 
us to think beyond parochial boundaries.            
I would like to think that we offer opportunities 
for everyone to be part of parish life and to be 
involved. 
 
We are called to be the Church in this area; we 
are Christ’s disciples and his body.  As a   
Christian community our expectations are very 
different to other groups. I would hope that all 
that we are and what we do flows from Christ.  
To be relevant and in a position to nourish the 
lives of our people we need to read the signs of  
time, to pray and to reflect, and to listen to God 
and to each other before planning, preparing 
and acting.  As Pope Benedict said, at the mass 
for Pentecost, “When a person or a community 
closes in on its own way of thinking and acting, 
it is the sign of a turning away from the Holy 
Spirit.”  It is not possible to do all that we wish 
but it is important to discern where the Spirit is 
leading us to as a parish and to respond to it as 
individuals and collectively as a  community.    
I hope the Strategic Plan will be a guide and a 
tool for our discerning community.

Pentecost is on-going                                                       
On Pentecost Sunday, 23 May 2010, Pope 
Benedict XVI explained that ‘the mystery of 
Pentecost is the true “Baptism” of the Church, 
but it does not finish there. In fact, the Church 
lives constantly in the effusion of the Holy Spirit 
without which she would exhaust her energies 
like a sailing ship without wind.                             
‘Pentecost is renewed especially in certain             
particularly intense moments, both at the local 
and universal level, in small assemblies and in 
great gatherings. ... Thus, there is no Church 
without Pentecost. And, I would like to add, 
there is no Pentecost without the Virgin Mary. 
So it was at the beginning, in the Cenacle. ... So 
it is always, in all places and times. I myself 
witnessed as much a few days ago in Fatima, 
Portugal. What did that immense multitude                     
experience on the esplanade of the shrine, if not 
a renewed Pentecost?’

Well, winter has certainly arrived 

with a bang. It’s freezing! Everyone seems to be 
hidden from head to toe under hats, scarves, coats, 
boots and gloves. Even the dogs are coated up for 
their daily walks! I admit that I have succumbed to 
turning on the electric blanket  a couple of times. 
Only the spiders seem to be happy staying up all 
night spinning webs that catch the unwary in the 
morning. The sun does a daily trick of emerging 

around lunch time, allowing me to think it might be 
a bit warmer outside—but the icy wind tells me very 
quickly that it’s not so. On days and nights like this, 
I think of the homeless people in our cities. I can’t 

imagine what it would be like to sleep under a bush, 
in a doorway, in a rubbish skip, or in a falling down 
house that should be condemned. What is it like to 
carry all your belongings in plastic bags, trying to 

keep them clean and dry? How could you manage 
to get your clothing washed and dried in the      

drizzle? How do you keep your feet warm? How do 
you even have a shower or a shave? And where 
can you find warm, sustaining food? With what 

dread these people must look towards each      
evening. At this stage we can say “thank God for St 
VdP”, or for the Salvos for that matter. We need to 
do much more than that, however. Unless we are 
prepared to give generously from the good things 
we have, we are merely paying lip service to our 
feelings of compassion. So this weekend, I urge 

everyone to make a real effort to give as much as 
you can afford to the Vinnies appeal.  Offer at least 
the cost of a good meal, or a warm room, or a new 
pair of shoes if you can. And count your blessings.

On 15 August 1867, Sister Mary MacKillop took 
both her first Vows as a Religious and the title 
‘of the Cross’: a call to lifetime courage. After 
the most extraordinary cross, her 1871                        
excommunication from the Catholic Church, 
Mary was able to say ‘I felt nearer to God than   
I had ever felt before’ and afterwards to her 
mother she wrote ‘My path, dearest Mamma, 
will yet be that of the Cross.’
