WORLD REFUGEE WEEK 

Jesus is on board with us 
 

A few years ago Fr Ben and I with two other friars 
went to Tasmania; I still remember when we went 

past the heads towards the Tasman Sea how choppy 
the sea was.   I had remembered the many stories of 

ship wrecks and lost lives of the early settlers in  
Australia coming into the bay.  Now most people 

migrate here safely, but there are others like  
refugees and asylum seekers who take risks by 

crossing the oceans in overcrowded boats and often 
we hear stories of how people leaving their home 

country looking for a new life cross over, but end up 
losing their lives. 

 
The sea can be dangerous; from calm water it can 

suddenly change into a treacherous sea.  In the  
ancient world, the sea and the ocean are places of 

great mystery and fear, like the ‘Pirates of the  
Caribbean’ movies. There were many myths and 
stories of deep sea monsters that made big ships 

disappear without trace or become lost in the deep. 
Yet ships are a mode of transport to traverse the 

oceans and can carry large quantities of resources. 
Today’s gospel passage begins in a similar note, 

crossing over to the other side. 
 

Life is like that too, we can be sailing through life 
smoothly and then suddenly we can be caught up in 

chaos and darkness.   In our Judeo-Christian  
tradition we believe God brought forth creation and 

life out of darkness and chaos; The earth was without 
form and void and darkness was upon the face of the 
deep; and the Spirit of God was moving over the face 

of the waters- Gen 1:2. 
 

God’s word brought life and creation and in the  
gospel we see how Jesus does the same by calming 
the sea and the wind. Uncertainties are part of our 

journey, and at times we are caught in the storms of 
life and feel we are sinking and we might doubt and 
question God’s love like the disciples, ‘Master, do 

you not care?’ 
 

The Church too is symbolised by a boat charting 
uncertain waters and tossed about on seas of  

troubles.  Yet Jesus is on board with us.  Jesus will 
steer us thorough any sea of trouble and calm any 
storm. Crossing over to a new phase of life, Jesus 

has the power to bring life out of chaos and  
darkness.

The week June 15 –21 is     
Refugee Week in Australia, 

with June 20 being UN World Refugee Day. 
The theme this year is ‘freedom from fear’ and 

encourages us to think about the reasons  
refugees flee their homelands. I’ve been  

thinking about the things I fear, and none of 
them would make me even contemplate  

leaving home, let alone taking to the road, or 
to the high seas, and heading for an unknown 

and uncertain future in a foreign place, where I 
may or may not find safety, welcome, refuge, 
or peace. I think how blessed I am when I find 

it difficult to come up with much of a list of 
what I fear. Probably illness, poor health,  

having to be dependent on others would top 
the list, with other issues of old age. All of us 

have anxieties about the economy but not 
really fears. Current debate about climate 

change and the environment cause concern 
too, but not fear—yet. In ways these things all 
seem bigger than I am, somewhat beyond my 

control. Things like being attacked on a  
railway station or at night in the city are quite 
easy for me to avoid—I don’t go there. Even 

the wrath of God isn’t fearful so long as  
I endeavour to maintain an open relationship 

with God. Exams or things happening to  
children and grandchildren worry me on and 
off. Some of us fear the dark, or spiders, or 

driving in busy traffic or loneliness or losing a 
job. Compared with the perils and realities of 

starvation, pillage and rape, persecution,  
prejudice, murder and injustice that refugees 
have to face, I know that I am amazingly free 
and graced by God. I pray that open arms and 
hearts will greet all those seeking security and 

refuge in our midst.

BL. MARY MACKILLOP PILGRIMAGE UPDATE 
Last Sunday (June 14th) 41 pilgrims completed 
Stage I of the 3 stage parish pilgrimage. The tram 
was well patronized by the 39 of us who boarded it 
at the Box Hill terminus. By the time we reached St 
Vincent’s Hospital stop we made up half of the 
large crowd on board. Three more parishioners 
joined us at the Brunswick Street site.  
The weather was much in our favour; no rain and 
the day was bright and mild - great for walking.  The 
first site was the place of Mary MacKillop’s birth 
where entry onto the property was afforded to us as 
a special gesture. Now the site is occupied by the 
Mary MacKillop Drug and Alcohol Centre; the grand 
house, which we all greatly enjoyed, was once the 
home of Melbourne’s first Lord Mayor. 
Then a short walk to the second site in Latrobe 
Street brought us to a small monument on the 
street-side; this marks the spot where Mary’s first 
“Providence” gave shelter and warmth to  
unemployed servant girls, and there was a night 
school as well as a school for the poor children of 
the city. 
Further down Latrobe Street, we turned into  
Elizabeth Street, reaching St Francis Church for a 
visit and an historic remembrance of the MacKillop 
family connections with that church and the  
Franciscan Friars who served the people of early 
Melbourne. 
Coffee was a pleasant refresher to follow the  
exercise of the experience. Several venues for the 
group had to be found as the group would have 
swamped one café! 
Then we walked briefly to catch a train home. 
Comments made alluded to the interesting historical 
content of the day; the walking was great exercise 
and the social inter-action was most pleasant.  A 
beaut way to spend a winter Sunday afternoon.
