As Christ was anointed Priest,
Prophet, and King, so may you live
always as member of his body,

sharing everlasting life.

When we were baptised we were incorporated into
the life of Christ and anointed to be a prophet and
live a life that reflects Christ. It is more than
predicting the future, it is about the current reality and
how we live according to the Lord, rather than
following the popular way of the world or conforming
to the culture of the day.

Jesus the Word of God who became Incarnate
showed how to be human and yet be faithful to God’s
love. Jesus did not manipulate, demand, force or
threaten people. On the other hand he showed
compassion, accepted people and forgave their
weaknesses, he healed and restored them to life and
community. The stand that Jesus took landed him
most of the time on the wrong side of the religious
leaders of his time. Jesus was not only a good man
caring for the weak, but also showed us that evil in
the world needs to be confronted. As Christians we
are sent to be prophets: our words, our lifestyle and
our actions are meant to reflect the kingdom of God
and we are called to be agents for change.

It is not easy to be a prophet, especially among our
family and relations, work colleagues, parish,
neighbours, country and Church. Itis a very
unpopular vocation: we know in scripture of those
who were called or sent to be a prophet finding all
kinds of excuses not to take on this ministry or
spokesperson for God! It can be lonely, alienating,
or make us an outcast and can definitely drain our
energy and overwhelm us at times. Often bitterness
can creep in and turn us into an angry person, or
disillusionment makes us abandon our mission all
together. Yet faithfulness brings freedom, liberation
and salvation. Not to forget sacrifice! In Lent the
Stations of the Cross are a good reminder of the
many who still suffer and need redemption not just
devotion.

When | see many men and women of faith doing so
much for the Church and people, it makes me feel
proud of our faith. | feel sad when | read or hear that
one of these agents of the gospel has been hurt by
their community or let down by the Church, or is
unappreciated by the country for their sacrifice.
Whether it is for a particular cause, or for a period or
a lifelong passion, we are part of Jesus the Prophet.
As Christians what are we doing for our Aboriginal

brothers and sisters?

A Spiritual Experience ll
Francis was confused about

the course his life should take and often
went to the small chapels that dot the

Italian countryside. A favourite was the run

down chapel of San Damiano with its
beautiful crucifix. One day, Francis was
praying before this image when he heard
a voice speak, as it were, from the lips of
the Crucified Lord. It said: "Francis, go
and rebuild my Church, which as you can
see is falling into ruin."

He looked around and saw the crumbling
walls, the gaping holes in the roof and
knew what he must do.

The impetuous Francis rushed back to his

father's shop, took a few rolls of cloth, sold

them and with the money bought stones
and mortar. With these he commenced to
repair the old chapel. The wrath of his
father still awaited him.

Francis meets a Leper

When Francis was riding his horse one
day a leper came into view. His natural
aversion made him pull on the reins and
make to turn his steed and flee. Yet,
something within him "went against grain"
and he allowed the leper to draw closer,
then, as if he were a puppet on a string,
he found himself climbing down from his
horse, going up to the leper and
embracing him.

Many years later as he lay dying, Francis
would recall this pivotal moment. "When
| was in sin, the sight of lepers nauseated
me beyond measure; but then God
himself led me into their company and

| had pity on them. When | became

acquainted with them, what had previously

nauseated me was turned into sweetness
of soul and body. After that, | did not wait
long before leaving the world."

The moment of conversion had arrived.
Francis Bernadone was now on the brink

of a new adventure that would change him
and the lives of millions of people through-

out the world and for centuries to come.
