PEACE

Fr Ben gave me Joseph Cardinal Bernardin’s
book 7he Gift of Peace as a gift several years
ago. It is a wonderful reflection of Cardinal
Bernardin and his aim was to help others,
‘understand how the good and the bad are
always present in our human condition, and that
if we "let go”, if we place ourselves totally in the
hands of the Lord, the good will prevail".

This book is a reflection on the final three years
of his life while he struggled with false
accusation and cancer. The humiliation,
physical pain, anxiety and fear were

transformed and the experience of
reconciliation, love, pastoral sensitivity and
peace which resulted from God'’s grace and the
support and prayers of so many people.

Sometimes God puts some marvellous thoughts
into my mind and at other times I allow

negative thoughts to hijack my time. This week
I have been thinking about how doing ministry
is not complete without reflection. When my
mind is not raised to God everything becomes
too domestic and managerial, the notion of the
kingdom of God gets obscured in the day to day
dealings with people, issues and the running of
things. Frustration, anger, fear and anxiety take
over and have crippling effect on me. It is great
to think that God and people are the motivating
factor and never about getting things done. It
is a challenging reality and demands a lot from
those who are ministering.

Prayer keeps me deep-rooted in God and the
fruit it bears is peace. Hopefully we embrace
life fully and enjoy what life has to offer and be
open to God and allow him to shape us. If we
allow the small things in life to take over we fail
to see God’s hand at work, we rely solely on our
own strength. When I say domestic, I mean
when we let petty issues take a central place in
our lives; when we feed our frustration, envy,
anger, jealously, vengeance and allow it to rule
our decisions.

We are not perfect and will continue to fall and
fail, but when we are able to rise beyond human
frailty and allow God to raise us up we become
a new creation. Our world teaches about rights
and being assertive and at the same time
creates unrealistic expectations of life where
anxiety pervades. When we let go and let God
take control, peace abounds.
