Reflecting

The early Christians had several names
for what we do each Saturday evening
or Sunday when we listen to the word
of God and share the Body and Blood
of Christ. Sometimes it was simply
called “The Breaking of the Bread.”
other times it was called “Eucharist,
the Greek word for thanksgiving. It
was a thanksgiving feast—a time to
give thanks to God for all God had
done for them. But the name most
commonly used throughout our
history has been “Mass.” it was given a
name that described what it was all
about—being sent. The Latin word
from which we get the word “Mass” is
missa, which means “sending.” the
early Christians experienced the
Eucharist as the great sending. It was a
time to come together in order to be
sent to the world to proclaim that the
reigh of God is in our midst.
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Each time we gather for Mass, we do
so in order to be sent. How do you
feel about being sent? You had only
been fully initiated into the saving
mysteries a few minutes and already
the Church was sending you out.
Ready or not, here you go! How did
you witness to the resurrection during
this past week? How often did what
happened last Saturday evening come
up in conversation this week? How did
it affect what you said and did this
week?! Whether you knew it or not,
you were sent!

A new life ‘l

By now all of Assisi was "abuzz"

with the scandal! Pietro was humiliated; it was
certain now, that his favourite son was insane
and there was no choice but to rid himself and
his family of the shame of this blight.

In a public hearing before the bishop, Pietro
issued a final ultimatum: "Give me back the
money you have stolen and get out of my life
and my family". Bishop Guido turned to
Francis, awaiting his reply. Francis began to
disrobe himself, placing each of the refined
garments at the feet of his father. He also put
down his purse with some money in it. Eyes
opened wide as the crowd beheld Francis
totally naked.

The bishop put his cloak around Francis as
Francis said: From now on | can truly say, 'Our
Father who art in Heaven' and not 'Father
Pietro Bernadone.' Clothed in only a simple
hermit's robe, given him by the Bishop, Francis
turned his back on his father, his family and
upon Assisi and walked out through the gate
and beyond the walls of the city that had
"imprisoned" him for 25 years.

SOME OF SCHOOLS OF THE 21ST CENTURY
PROJECT

office/administration over to the library &
the builders will occupy and work on the
current office/administration block as well
as the Resource area and two classrooms
adjacent to the Resource area.

The builders will use the staff car park as
their building compound for all of Term 3.
