Pray 2010 hosted by the Brisbane                       

Archdiocese from July 7-10 was a huge 
success.  I met a few of the priests who 
attended, and they were full of praise for 
the organisers, the presenters and for the 
input received.  The workshops provided 

practical teaching and experiences of                   
different prayer forms to help deepen a    

relationship with God. 
Prayer is our communing with God, and like 
all relationships it will change us, mature us 
and help us to grow and it will also lead us 

in new directions with potential and                     
possibilities, removing boundaries in                 

realities that limit us as humans.  Prayer 
opens us to the mystery of God. 

Why learn to pray differently?  It is like            
trying out food; the food in itself is not the 

end but leads us to appreciate cultural           
differences, family traditions and fellowship 
with others.  Food not only nourishes us but 
helps us to enter and celebrate life fully with 

others.  Prayer is like spiritual food, using 
the resources we have and who we are, we 

learn to become more like Jesus and be 
one with Jesus Christ the Son of God.  The 
Lord’s Prayer teaches us to trust God but to 

also empty out, so that God can fill us. 
Prayer is a serious matter and over many 
centuries people from all walks of life have 
opted out to spend their whole life in prayer 

and meditation.  Hermitages and                            
monasteries are testimony to humans   

seeking the divine, not just in the Christian 
tradition but in other religious traditions too.  

From the beginning of human  
consciousness of the divine, we have been 
trying to reach God.  But in Jesus we have 

the divine reaching out to humans, God 
becoming man.  The key is we should pray 
with persistence and we are told “to ask, to 
search and to knock”.  For Jesus said, “the 

one who asks always receives, the one 
who searches always finds, the one who 

knocks will have the door open to him           
always”.  The attitude that we have to 

prayer is so important to the quality of our 
prayer life. In a busy and noisy world, 

prayer helps us to filter out all the other 
noises.  Prayer helps us to hear our voice 

and the voice of God and so we are able to 
enter into a  conversation with God.

♦ utilise numerous opportunities for                
students to achieve learning outcomes 
across many VELS (Victorian Essential 
Learning Standards) domains,               
particularly in Mathematics, Science, 
Humanities, Civics and Citizenship, 
Communications and Design in a real life 
context that is important to them.

She felt 
that instrumental prowess could give poor              
children ideas so totally opposed to their                
positions in life that they would grow up ‘weary 
of their poor homes, and seek amusements 
dangerous to their salvation.’
