TAKE IT; THIS IS MY BODY

Body of Christ. Amen. Blood of Christ. Amen.
Each time we celebrate Mass these acclamations
and responses are uttered over and over by the
communicants and the minister. This becomes a
litany that echoes Christ wonderful gift of self to us.
A new covenant between God and us, this new
covenant demands the same total self giving as
Christ did for us.

Why do we go to church? Why receive the
Eucharist? Why celebrate Mass?

These questions are always on my mind. The old
are faithful to their Sunday obligation and the young
don’t seem to mind if they miss Mass or don't
participate regularly. Yet for all of us receiving
communion is important and is part of our Catholic
life and identity. We see this evidence clearly in our
First Eucharist celebrations, how churches are
packed and families gather to share this wonderful
celebration with the first communicants. | found an
article by Lewis Ayres on ‘Trinity in our liturgy’
enlightening and | have quoted a section of it here.

Post-Vatican Il liturgical reform gave us a liturgy that
very consciously set out to draw our attention to the
centrality of the Trinity in our lives as Christians. If
we remember what we say and hear in the liturgy
every time Mass is celebrated, we come to a better
appreciation. “Father, it is our duty and our salvation,
always and everywhere to give you thanks, through
your beloved Son, Jesus Christ”. Our prayer goes
“through” Christ, we pray to the Father as Christ and
because Christ taught us. We do not pray alone, but
always in Christ, always through the work of Christ's
Spirit, the Holy Spirit praying with and within our
praying. So we go always “through” Christ to the
Father, to God.

Christ is “the Word through whom you made the
universe”, the prayer continues. All things exist in
the Word, both in the sense that all things come from
the Word. God creates us all through that Word and
all things continue to exist because the Word
continually gives life to them.

Mass is all about this God who gave himself totally in
Christ, and we who receive him are meant to
respond totally to this God of love. | wonder whether
we are free and generous enough to say
“ am yours” to God!
