The Feast of Christ the King is one of my favourite
feast days. | live in the hope and the belief that at
the end God will bring all things together. It is like
the life of a person who has lived well, all the events,
the failures, the mistakes and the achievements are
all bound together to make a full life.

[ find it increasingly difficult to understand what life is,
in a very complex world. | am living a life of para-
doxes, opting out from worldly pursuits only to be
plunged back into the different realities of people’s

lives. We are all living in the same world with many
different realities, taking different routes but hopefully
arriving at the same destination. Pope Pius
established the feast of Christ the King in 1925 in
response to the European Bishops’ concern about
the rise of secularisation. This feast reminds me that
God is still in charge, although we might not have
grasped this complex, secular, pluralistic, fast
phased, global, economically driven world.

Today’s gospel passage deals with the question of
truth and the Kingship of Jesus in the conversation
between Pilate and Jesus; but it is actually a
discussion about who Jesus is. We know the
kingdom and the kingship of Jesus cannot be
compared with any style of Government and
leadership that we have known or experienced. This
idea most definitely cannot be brought into the
debate regarding whether Australia becomes a
republic or remains under a Monarch. This
discussion is not only about Kingship, but also has to
do with discipleship.

If Jesus Christ is our King, in what sort of world
should we be living in? What type of leadership
should be emerging from the followers of Christ?
How do we think Jesus want us to respond to the

multiple problems of our world? What about
Australia with its own domestic issues?

Is Jesus Christ your King? He is mine. To me,
accepting Jesus as my Lord, Saviour, and King also
motivates me and inspires me to love all that Jesus

loves. Not just loving, but also participating in the
building of God's kingdom, transforming all things:
my life, parish, family, community, society, country
and beyond our shores, not colonising but restoring
back to “the one who is and who was and who is to
come, the almighty.”

My.corner When | was about eight years
old, | remember that one

Christmas Mum and Dad made a decision to
care for 2 children from an orphanage over the
holiday period. There were already eight
children in our family, but at Mass on Sunday
the priest had made a special request for
assistance with these children. Conrad and
Kristina arrived. Within 1/2 a hour, they had
yelled at my Dad and locked themselves into a
room, refusing to come out. Dad had to take
out a window to get into the room, as no one
knew where they key might be. | was shocked
to the core—these kids had been so badly
behaved—we were far too scared to yell at
Dad. I found out later that they weren’t even
orphans—~but that their mother was a carer at
the orphanage and needed a holiday without
them. They were a migrant family from
Lithuania. I didn’t have much sympathy for
them. As an adult, | look back and wonder
what these children had already suffered, how
they had been treated, what things they had
seen. | can envisage their absolute terror and
desperation at being once again taken from
everything that was familiar and located in a
foreign (and fairly alien) environment. This
week’s apology to the Forgotten Australians
and migrant children is a timely reminder that
so many youngsters, from the 1930’s— 1970’s
were taken from their homes and brought into
a society where neglect, cruelty & debasement
were part of their every day life. The ongoing
effects of loneliness and loss of identity, lack
of education, self-worth, identity and love
impacted on their very souls. They have
struggled—some have triumphed, others can’t
even tell their story. | wonder today if any
other institutions hide such horrific and deadly
secrets.
