The Spirit of the Lord fills the whole 
world. It holds all things together and 
knows every word spoken by man, 
alleluia.

Gospel Acclamation  
Alleluia, alleluia! Come, Holy Spirit, fill 
the hearts of your faithful and kindle in 
them the fire of your love. Alleluia! 
 
Communion Antiphon 
They were all filled with the Holy Spirit, 
and they spoke of the great things God 
had done, alleluia. 
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Scripture tells us that the disciples were hiding 

behind closed doors in fear. Yet after the                  

Pentecost experience they changed                          

dramatically. I wonder what changed them.  
 

Fear imprisons us; it stops us from living to the 

fullest. It takes away freedom and peace, it saps 

our energy. We are unable to move forward and 

wallow in the mud of sorrow and guilt. For the 

disciples there was fear of persecution and               

disillusionment after Jesus was executed, their 

hopes were crushed and they were lost. We all 

experience evil at a personal level and also at a 

communal level: natural disasters, war, sickness 

and death, financial difficulties etc. On                 

Thursday SBS News highlighted that the            

number of suicides was on the increase for             

soldiers returning from Iraq. It must be really 

hard to comprehend the reality of what goes on 

in war torn zones. Australia too had a similar                                    

experience not so long ago in the Vietnam War. 

Evil destroys us!     
 

Jesus is no longer living among us in the flesh; 

he lives within us through the Spirit, the same 

Spirit which is given to all believers through 

Baptism and Confirmation. These sacraments 

unite us and make us one in Christ, his body. 

We share in the mission to the world to bring 

the good news of salvation.  As a church we 

continue the salvation work of Jesus.  We learn 

to work with God and with each other using the 

gifts of the Holy Spirit.  In the story of the 

tower of Babel in the book of Genesis, we hear 

of the confusion caused by language. Yet in the 

Acts we hear the disciples were gifted with 

speech by the Spirit. Stories about the                      

destruction of evil and new beginnings are part 

of scripture, they are also our story.   
 

Without Pentecost we are locked in fear like the   

disciples, imprisoned by evil. Only through the 

power of the Holy Spirit are we able to break 

free from the chains that enslave us. The Holy 

Spirit also helps to recreate us. God‘s love alone 

can destroy the chaos of sin, bringing healing 

and forgiveness. Love is capable of giving new 

life, especially the self sacrificing love of 

Christ.  With the coming of the Holy Spirit the 

paschal mystery is complete. We as disciples of 

Christ receive the Holy Spirit and continue the 

saving work of Christ.

I have returned in one piece 

from what began as a peaceful, 

warm and relaxed holiday, but 

soon became wild and unpredictable—in fact, 

quite unsafe and  frightening. We were on the 

north coast of NSW as the rains began. Our 

camp sight was flooded in parts after a couple 

days of torrential rain, and we really only just 

got out of the National Park in time, after driv-

ing through 1/2 a metre of water. If we’d 

waited even another few hours, we’d still be 

there. It was quite scary. What was perhaps 

even more so was the violence of the wind—

tearing canvas, blowing trees over, ripping 

bark from branches, whipping up the sea to a 

great fury. I’d never seen anything like it, and 

imagined how dreadful it would be to be 

caught in a cyclone. I always have a mental 

image of the Holy Spirit being in the wind—

usually a soft, gentle zephyr, as spoken about 

in the story  of  Elijah from the 1st   Book of 

Kings, so I wondered what could have stirred 

the Spirit up so much to produce such carnage 

and mayhem. Today’s feast celebrates the 

coming of the Spirit in a powerful wind. No 

wonder the apostles were motivated to get up 

and go out and preach –they were probably in 

fear of their house being blown down! I think 

about what it would need for us to be  

motivated to go out and spread the Good News 

with vigour and enthusiasm. Maybe we need a 

typhoon or cyclone in Melbourne.

Ministers of Holy Communion should be 
encouraged to wash their hands before 
Mass begins or to use an alcohol-based 
antibacterial solution before and after 

distributing Holy Communion. 
During the Sign of Peace instead of 

shaking hands, kissing or embracing, as 
is practised in some parishes, it would 
be best to simply nod your head and 

avoid bodily contact. 
Holy Communion should only be  
distributed under the species of the 
Consecrated Host and not the Chalice 
to limit the spread of germs during the
