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The Feast of the Most Holy Trinity 
‘The Trinity is a matter of five notions or              

properties, four relations, three persons, two 
processions, one substance or nature – and no 

understanding.’ Bernard Lonergan 
 

The mystery of the Trinity cannot be penetrated 
by human intellect; it can only be entered into by 
the human heart.  The whole paschal event is 
an invitation for us to enter into an intimate                 

relationship with God through love.   For many 
of us what is important is to know the                            

ramifications for human beings in the world 
rather than the explanation about the Trinity.  In 
modern Christian thought the social model of 

Trinity appeals to us rather than the                            
philosophical knowledge of the Trinity. 

 

“He is the image of the invisible God”  
(Col. 1:15), when we direct our attention not to 
ourselves but to Jesus, the Incarnate Word of 
God.  It opens us up to the mystery of self  

emptying, self sacrificing and the intrinsically 
dynamic nature of God.  The paschal mystery 
reveals the nature of the triune God, the self 
giving and receiving between the persons,  
perceived by us as God of love therefore a  

trinity.  We who have been created in the image 
of God out of love are invited to enter into the 
mystery of the life and love of God. The key is 
Jesus on the cross; St Francis of Assisi was 

able to enter this mystery of the Triune God and 
showed us the way through the Crucified God.  

God suffers with us, from us and for us, 
Moltmann, a German Protestant theologian  
argues that the event of the cross can be  

understood only in Trinitarian terms. 
 

God is revealed to us not as a philosophical 
concept, but as a person seeking a relationship 
of love with humankind, and waiting for our  

response.  St Francis used to say, “Love is not 
loved”.   Pope Benedict’s first encyclical, Deus 

Caritas Est, began with these words ‘God is 
love, and he who lives in love lives in God and 
God lives in him.’   The Pope teaches that these 
words express the heart of the Christian faith 

and the destiny of all humankind. 
 

If we desire, we too can understand this Triune 

God of ours.  The key is the Crucified Christ.

I never cease to be amazed at the 

wise words that can come from 

the mouths of babes. I must admit, too, that 

there are odd occasions when I am not only 

amazed, but quite shocked at what comes from 

their mouths. It’s scary what children hear and 

repeat at times, in all innocence. During this 

week I attended a workshop for the children 

from the school and parish who will be  

receiving the Sacrament of Reconciliation 

later this year. They were asked to think about 

God, and come up with a list of words that 

described who God is for them. The list was 

awesome, including words like mysterious, 

happy, generous, holy, creative, protective, 

forgiving, loyal, polite, fair, understanding, 

trusting, eternal, powerful, everywhere,  

supportive, magical, friendly,  majestic, and 

the omnipresent ‘awesome’. What a view of 

God! Then they were asked to see if any of the 

above words described their families. It was 

surprising to see how many matched. All this 

talks of how family life mirrors God and 

God’s love for us. It emphasizes the  

significance of the role of parents in nurturing 

and teaching children. It reminds all of us  that 

we may need to look more carefully at our 

own view of God, and try to define who God 

is with open minds and hearts. It would be a 

worthwhile task to try to add 10 adjectives to 

this list from your own experience as you try 

to envision just who God is, and can be, for 

you. Liz Clark,  Pastoral Associate 

WORLD ENVIRONMENT DAY - 5 June 
The day's agenda is to:  
1.Give a human face to environmental 
issues;  
2.Empower people to become active 
agents of sustainable and equitable  
development; 
3.Promote an understanding that                    
communities are pivotal to changing                
attitudes towards environmental issues;  
4. Advocate partnership which will ensure 
all nations and peoples enjoy a safer and 
more prosperous future. 
 

The theme for WED 2009 is 'Your Planet 
Needs You-UNite to Combat Climate 
Change'. It reflects the urgency for                
nations to agree on a new deal at he                      
crucial climate convention meeting in   
Copenhagen later in the year, and the 
links with overcoming poverty and                    
improved management of forests. 
 

St Francis: St Francis wanted people to 
understand that all of nature was made by 
God and that nature was God’s gift to 
them. In what could be the first "ecological 
statement" outside the Bible, Francis said 
this: "These creatures minister to our 
needs every day; without them we could 
not live and through them the human race 
greatly offends the Creator every time we 
fail to appreciate so great a blessing." - 
Legend of Perugia 43. He certainly                    
demonstrated an affinity with ecology. 
 

 Many of the old medieval legends about 
St Francis speak of his ability to                          
communicate with nature in an                          
extraordinary way. For example, the story 
of how he tamed the wolf that terrorised 
the citizens of the small village of Gubbio 
and the occasion when near the village of 
Bevagna he preached to the birds. His 
regard was not just for animals. 
 

He prayed, "My Brother Fire, that                     
surpasses all other things in beauty, the 
Most High created you strong and                
beautiful and useful. Be kind to me in this 
hour; be courteous." It was during this 
period, in his last days while he lay sick 
and dying, that this great 13th Century 
mystic composed that most famous poem 
dedicated to God and Nature, The                  
Canticle of All Creatures.
